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Purpose of the Second Chance Program

This program was established to assist the pet’s guardian in finding a new home for the pet when the guardian
is unable to keep and care for the pet. It is the intent of this program to avoid the pet’s relinquishment to the
City Animal Shelter and possible euthanasia.

Terms of the agreement:

The guardian understands that the HSTGC will attempt to re-home the pet by any means at its discretion,
including, but not limited to: internet listing, local classified advertising, word of mouth, adoption events or
contact with breed-specific rescue groups.

The HSTGC is not offering to take the pet into its care. THE HSTGC DOES NOT ACCEPT PETS FROM THE
PUBLIC, WE STRICTLY RESCUE FROM EUTHANASIA AT THE CITY’S FULL SERVICE SHELTER. HSTGC makes no
guarantees in the placement of the pet and does not make any official commitment as to the length of time it
may take to relocate a pet.

The guardian agrees to keep and care for the pet as the HSTGC works to find a new home for the pet. The
guardian understands that this agreement does not make HSTGC legally responsible for the pet and that the
guardian maintains the rights of legal ownership. The guardian may continue to seek to re-home the pet on
their own.

In the event that the guardian finds an appropriate home for the pet separately from the HSTGC's efforts, the
guardian agrees to notify the HSTGC immediately so that the HSTGC may remove all advertising of the pet.

The guardian agrees to coordinate rescue efforts and provide transportation for the pet to adoption events
and to meet potential adopters.

The HSTGC processes and screens all adoption applications. The guardian reserves the right to refuse the
adoption of its pet by any party, but the HSTGC may cancel the guardian’s participation in this program.

Either the HSTGC or the guardian may terminate this agreement at any time upon written notice to the other
party, at which point neither party is further bound by the terms of this agreement.

At the time an approved, potential adopter is located, the guardian agrees to communicate with this
prospective adopter by phone or email and discuss the habits, traits and training of the pet. The guardian will
actively participate in the placement of this pet by being available to answer questions in relation to the pet’s
needs, medical history and anything else pertinent to the adoption process.

HSTGC encourages guardians to get pets heartworm tested prior to enrollment. If you fail to do so, HSTGC will
provide the heartworm testing at the time an approved adopter is located. If the heartworm test comes back

positive and as a result the adoption falls through, the guardian agrees to reimburse the HSTGC for the cost of
the test.

At the time the pet is adopted, HSTGC asks adopters for an adoption donation of $80.00. That donation is
payable to HSTGC and is non-transferable. Guardians will not receive compensation for the pets enrolled in
this program. These adoption donations go towards funding the program, paying for the expense associated
with placing your pet in a home such as personnel time, advertising expenses, etc.
